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The safeguarding of intangible cultural heritage (ICH) has been one of the most pressing issues in the studies of culture,'

to which scholars of anthropology and related disciplines have paid increasing attention in recent years. However,
what is known today as ICH, or heritage in general, is not self-evident to local communities, and it needs to be identified

as such through complex processes. This symposium aims to analyse the ways in which the multiple levels of negotiation
between various actors / stakeholders affects the safeguarding of ICH and.to discuss the potential for reviving lost or

threatened culture in the process of various negotlatlons regarding ICH. ;
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
